Mayor's Ocean View Task Force (MOVTF)


Items of Interest from the January 27, 2011 MOVTF Meeting follow:

· Standing Reports:  Norfolk Police reported that significant crimes have seen a decrease of 42 percent over similar past periods.  However, property crime rates remain high due primarily to auto related property crimes, e.g., auto break-ins.  
· Bay View Motel Status:  City efforts have produced results and the community "eye sore" is now history.  The City has placed a lien on the property to recoup demolition and other expenses.  The property is being marketed for potential reuses.  
· City Ordinance Exceptions:  Mojo Bones and Mona Lisa Pizza have requested exceptions to allow for daily extended alcohol sales until 1AM.  City will be seeking community inputs on these exception requests.
· City Ordinance Amendment:  Norfolk has amended its Dogs on the Beach City Ordinance to allow dogs on the beach except during the hours of 10AM to 6PM each day during the period running from Memorial Day to Labor Day of each year. · Community Updates:   East Beach is requesting City action to help reduce safety concerns with vehicle traffic on 30th Bay St between Pleasant Ave and Pretty Lake Ave.  (See January 27, 2011 Safety Alert notice on our Bay Breeze Point Website.)
