May 21, 2012 Bay Breeze Point (BBP) Board of Directors (BOD) Meeting minutes

5:59 PM.  Jim Casey called the BOD meeting to order.  Present were Jim Casey, Jerry Baker, Jan Closson, Alison Till, John Bergman, and Karen Ricker (TPS); no additional BBP homeowners were present.  Kimberly Cox (TPS) arrived a few minutes after the meeting was called to order.
6:00PM Jim briefly discussed the information he had received from Mr. Inman regarding BOD Executive Sessions and the affect on our BOD minutes.

6:01 PM.  Review and approval of the April 2012 BOD meeting minutes.

John made a motion and Alison seconded to accept Jim’s edited copy of the draft April minutes; the motion was approved by voice vote of all those present.
6:02 PM.  Review and approval of the March 2012 BOD meeting minutes.

John proposed wording changes to the Executive Session portion of the draft minutes to reflect the guidance received from Mr. Inman.  There was a brief discussion on the level of detail and then Jerry made a motion and Alison seconded to accept the draft minutes with John’s proposed Executive Session changes; the motion was approved by voice vote of all those present except Jim who opposed.

Jim asked Kim about the location of the February BOD minutes with the budget attachment, Kim said she would provide them when she returned to the TPS offices.

6:06 PM.  Management Report.

Kim said she didn’t have anything to add to the report that was in the meeting package.  Alison inquired about the reason behind Kim’s departure and Karen’s taking over as the TPS representative.  Kim said it was a matter of workload and that we will be in good hands with Karen.

6:07 PM.  President’s Comments.

Jim reported that he had heard from Nona Jordan, the Bay Point HOA President, about use of the BP pool by BBP residents; Nona had taken the matter to the BP BOD but it was not approved.

Jim mentioned the City ordinance that prohibits trimming of trees on medians without proper training; the HOA could send one representative for the training but it was agreed to forgo that opportunity for now.

He finally stated that the City’s Ocean View task force meetings have now been spread out so that it to only meets every three months.

6:10 PM.  Treasurer’s Report.
Alison and Kim stated that they had nothing additional to report beyond what was in the meeting package.

6:11 PM.  ARB Report.
Jan reported that there were no ARB application pending.
6:12 PM.  Neighborhood Watch Report.
Jim reported that he would be attending the quarterly meeting with the Norfolk police this upcoming Thursday
6:13 PM.  Old Business.

Governing documents – Jim explained that his original proposed changes to the covenants and restrictions addresses irregular lots but after considering the makeup of the lots in BBP he recommends making the changes applicable to all lots.  Jerry was somewhat concerned about the 10’ front lines limitation but also thought that it should also specify that fences cannot extend beyond the front lines of adjacent homes.  John asked if there was any City building code specifications regarding garage side door placement, there isn’t.  Jim recommended tabling the matter for now and that BOD members should look at all the lots in BBP and come prepared to discuss further at the June meeting.
Proposed access license agreement – Jim received the City’s inputs on the subject agreement and the Director of Utilities apparently had some objections with paragraph 8 that deals with damage repair.  Jim had a suggested revision to that section.  John asked if Jim’s revision required Mr. Inman’s review; Jim said that Fred Sciulli had reviewed it and was OK with it.  John made a motion and Jerry seconded to send Jim’s revision to the City Attorney; the motion was approved by voice vote of all those present.

6:27 PM.  New Business.
Next BOD meeting – The next BOD meeting will be June 11th at the EOVCC.
Jim expressed his concerns with the enforcement process and he has made some suggested changes to them which he will forward to the BOD for consideration and discussion.  There was some give and take related to lawn maintenance notifications; Jerry asked if the violation timetable reset every season, Jim responded that it did not.  Jan asked if there was any way to address weed control, Alison said that unfortunately there wasn’t.  Jan also mentioned that the bushes at 9621 DR were overgrown and were encroaching on the sidewalk; Jim asked TPS to email the property owner about it.
6:36 PM Executive Session.
Jerry made a motion and John seconded to shift to the Executive Session to discuss the delinquency report.
At 6:47 PM John moved to adjourn the meeting which was seconded by Alison and approved by all present; the meeting was then adjourned.
