6:03pm - Call to order.  Present were Jim Casey, Jerry Baker, Alison Till, Jan Closson, Karen Ricker (TPS), and Lorinda James.

6:05pm - President’s Comments. 

· Police Update - speed board was installed on EOV Ave. 31,000 vehicles traveled over it in 6 days with speeds ranging from 20-64 MPH, 52% were over the speed limit of 35.  Property crime has increased, but violent crime has decreased.  There have been no recent occurrences of larcenies reported in BBP
· HR Community Health Center (next to Mona Lisa’s) is going well and they are looking for volunteers to serve on their board
· Norfolk Code Enforcement Presentation was an excellent source of information.  Items addressed included: accumulation of solid waste, abandoned vehicles, recreational vehicles, long grass and weeds, graffiti, street lights and VDOT mowing
· East Beach will be doing road work on Pretty Lake this week

· Parking is becoming a problem in BBP, Police will begin enforcing sidewalk and mailbox blockers. Post Office (Queen) has been kind enough to still deliver mail to blocked boxes, but she is not required to

· Alison mentioned the base had been running generators overnight and on the weekends that are very loud.  Jerry said it is probably because of shore power issues to some ships and to call the Public Works Officer on base.

· Jerry mentioned the beach access is overrun with sand, Jim to call Parks and Rec to clear

· The question of if/how we document completion of an approved project.  Jan to discuss with ARB members.  Approval to be updated with expiration date and marked valid for homeowner at time of approval - does not transfer if not complete

· Help your neighbors out by warning them of garage doors left open, bikes or other items left out that are easy prey
· Jim attended the Sheriff’s meeting on June 3rd.  Norfolk’s curfew for under 18 is 11pm to 5am.  Any larceny over $200 is considered a felony
6:45pm - Norfolk Actions.
· Community Safety- Sheriff’s Department will fingerprint kids and older special needs persons and provide ID.  Fingerprints are not retained, instead given to caregivers for safe keeping until needed.  Project Lifesaver is also available for those with special needs - a GPS watch is provided free of charge with battery replacement free as well
· Restricted Beach Access is being voted on through local civic leagues

· Off leash dogs on public beaches will make its way to city council vote soon

· Mona Lisa Pizza was granted extended hours to match AJ Gators

· Front Entrance- prior estimates (3) were too high.  Jim received new estimate of $1200. Jim moved to authorize up to $2000 of the $3000 budgeted, Jerry seconded, all approved.  Public works to be notified
