Approved Minutes BBP HOA BOD Meeting October 2009

The Property Shoppes, Virginia Beach VA

I. October BOD Meeting called to order at 7:03 PM by Pres. Aunchman; Quorum established as 4/5 (Aunchman/Bilik/Closson/Fleck).

II. HOA Forum. No Members present

III. Minutes submitted and approved with modification; modified minutes to be submitted to BOD for review and approval.

IV. Management Report. Submitted and reviewed by BOD. Pres. Aunchman requested updated report from TPS with regard to delinquent quarterly fees.

V. President’s report. Deferred to Old Business/New Business items

VI. Treasurer’s report. Awaiting report from Treasurer. Next year budget due for Annual meeting as well as recommended amount for reserves. Pres.Aunchman expressed concern about possible operating shortfall. He also reported his action regarding combining and renewing HOA CDs at a rate of 2.28%.
VII. Committee Report. Minutes of recent ARB received, reviewed and BOD concurring with ARB decisions.

VIII. Old business. 1) With the implementation of the revised ARB application, procedures now comply with governing documents; 2) Ownership of white wall cannot be determined based on research of city documents nor correspondence from HOA files or from RML (developer). After review of documents provided by pres. Aunchman, it was the consensus of the BOD that final determination of white wall ownership will require expert legal review and analysis and that such review and analysis will require un-budgeted funds to accomplish. 3) View property rights/entitlements issue was referred to legal counsel which counsel declared that the Commonwealth of Virginia does not recognize inherent view/property rights. Only specific rights mentioned in HOA documents apply. 4) Political signage counsel opinion was received and BOD, by a vote of 4-0 approved re-emplacing  Resolution 31609. 5) Tabled motion for expending HOA for seasonal decorations was reviewed and approved 3-0 (Aunchman abstaining); namely to expend an amount not to exceed 100.00 for seasonal decorations for the entryway up to 31 DEC 2009.
IX. New Business. 1) Pres. Aunchman reported that street cleaning by the city has now occurred and should continue in the future. 2) Annual meeting date was shifted (by consensus) to 23 November 2009 at east Ocean view Community Center. TPS to confirm reservation. 3) National Ensign replacement at entryway; BOD voted 3-0 (Aunchman abstaining) to reimburse Pres. Aunchman 56.10 for the cost of two replacement National Ensigns.
