RE:  Posting of Signs in the Community
Background:  Article 7.1. (l) of the Declaration of Covenants, Restrictions, Reservations and Easements of Bay Breeze Point addresses "Signs".  Bay Breeze Point Homeowners Association Board of Directors Resolution #31609 further expands  Article 7.1. (l) guidance.  Both documents can be found on the Bay Breeze Point HOA website (http://baybreezepoint-norfolk.org/).
Discussion:  Article 7.1. (l) allows several signs to include "one sign of not more than ten (10) square feet advertising the property for sale or rent".  For Sale and For Rent signs have taken several forms from stand alone signs to signs hanging from fixed poles.  These hanging signs have created safety concerns and caused property damages in the past due to the signs being blown free from their posts.  Given the normal occurrences of high winds within our community, these hanging signs will continue to be a safety issue. 
Approved BOD Guidance:   Using the authorities granted by the "Declaration of Covenants, Restrictions, Reservations and Easements of Bay Breeze Point", the Board of Directors approves the following restriction regarding posting of signs within Bay Breeze Point: all signs will be securely attached to preclude breaking free and creating safety issues and property damages; and hanging signs are no longer authorized. 
The following guidance will be posted within the Bay Breeze Point governing documents:
"Effective October 1, 2011 all signs will be securely attached to preclude breaking free and creating safety issues and causing property damages.  In addition, hanging signs are no longer authorized within Bay Breeze Point."   
This resolution was approved on July 25, 2011 and is effective October 1, 2011.
